What is SchoolMessenger?

SchoolMessenger is a mass notification system used to deliver information to families. These mass notifications are referred to as
'Broadcasts' due to SchoolMessenger's capability to simultaneously send messages to a vast number of destinations. Available
broadcast destinations include phone, email, and SMS text.

Message recipients’ contact data for parents comes from the PowerSchool Student Information System (SIS) database. This data is
updated every evening so that any changes to phone numbers, emails and contact preferences will be current on every broadcast.

During phase one of implementation, the Division will begin using SchoolMessenger to communicate information to

parents and guardians about safety alerts and school closures. Schools may also use this tool to share newsletters and information
about special events and activities. Phase two, which includes activating the attendance reporting feature 'Safe Arrival', is expected to
begin in early 2024.
